FACULTY ELECTIONS

GUIDANCE NOTES ON SYSTEMS OF VOTING
1. The first item on the ballot paper will be a list containing the names of all the candidates in alphabetical order who have been nominated and whose nominations have not been withdrawn.  Voters should mark with an ‘X’ the name of the candidate for whom they desire to vote.  They should vote for only one candidate in this first list.  Any paper with more than one on the first list will be disregarded.

2. There will follow on the ballot paper all the possible pairings that could exist between the candidates in the election and voters are requested to indicate in respect of each pairing which candidate of the pair they would prefer by putting an ‘X’ opposite that candidate’s name.

3. The method of counting, in accordance with Faculty custom, will be that the votes cast by marking the list of all candidates will be used to put the candidates in order.  If any candidate has more than half the votes cast on the first list, he will win.

4. Otherwise the next stage in the count will be to take the pair of candidates at the foot of this order and, by counting the votes cast in the pairing of these two candidates, to determine which of these is preferred by the voters.  The preferred candidate will then be set against the candidate who was third from the bottom of this order and the process will be repeated as often as necessary to produce the ultimate winner of the election.

5. In the event of there being equality between any two or more candidates at any stage of the count, the result will determined by seniority.
